Several of our community staff leaders recently attended a Person-Centered Thinking

training at Hudspeth Regional Center on January 13–14, 2026, facilitated by Mr. Mathew

Gordon with the Department of Mental Health (DMH). This training focused on supporting

individuals in ways that truly reflect their values, preferences, and personal goals.

Participants learned how to shift from a traditional service-driven approach to one that

places the individual’s voice, strengths, and lived experiences at the center of planning and

support. The training introduced practical tools and strategies such as active listening,

relationship mapping, and understanding the balance between what is important to a person

and what is important for them.

Through interactive discussions, real-life scenarios, and reflection activities, attendees were

able to connect these concepts to everyday practice. Overall, the training provided a strong

foundation for delivering more meaningful, respectful, and individualized supports that

promote dignity, choice, and person-centered outcomes.
